（三）材料改编说明

1. 保留：读完这篇文章，笔者第一个感觉是文字优美，字里行间都有着地道的表达，其中父与子的愉快欢乐的相处模式的表达让我印象深刻，深受感动。如The boy, about five years old, made sounds of sheer delight; The son craned his neck to look.等，为了让学生能够有机会鉴赏到原汁原味的表达，笔者尽可能保留原文的语言，旨在让学生品味地道的英文。

2. 替代：由于授课对象为高一学生，所以笔者在尽可能保留文章原汁原味的同时，也考虑到学生的词汇量和阅读能力，将一些较难词汇通过替代一些常用词来降低整体难度（如sterile用来boring代替，crime, the murderous soullessness用来代替selfishness，civility用manners来代替等）。

3. 删减：本文主要的写作意图在通过世人冷漠的态度和这对黑人父子温暖有爱的相处模式对比来告诉我们最长情的表达就是陪伴，作为父母应该多陪伴自己的孩子，作为孩子，我们应该多陪伴我们的父母；这个主线非常明确，所以笔者将一些较难理解的文字删去。

4. 调整：为了文章更加简洁易读，更符合高一学生的阅读习惯，笔者将一些段落进行了整合，如将原文中的一二两段合并成一段，让主要角色能在第一段就出场；而原文中的I realized then that they hadn’t been heading for a flight, but had just bee riding the shuttle.我也转移了位置，这使得条理更加清晰，也更符合学生的解读思路和理解。而原文中的第十二段，我转移到了倒数第二段，通过这样的转移，让故事的连贯性更强，先叙述在议论，让学生更加容易把握文章的结构。
