Teaching Plan for A Four-legged Guardian Angel
Teaching Objectives:

After this lesson, students are expected to 

1) get the theme of the story through the title and hints in the story;
2) predict the possible plot of the continued paragraphs by analyzing the title, clues and the two given sentences;
3) echo the original text through the change of setting, development of plot as well as growth of characters.
Teaching Procedures:

Step One 3 Basics to consider when reading
1. Setting

Time & Place

Natural & Cultural Environment 

2. Characters

Who are they?

What happened to them?

What are the characteristics? (age, gender, health condition, social status, personality, etc.)

How do they interact with each other?

3. Plot-Theme

What is/ are the problem(s)? What might be the solution? 

People and Nature/ Society/ Self 

What does the title suggest?
Step Two Prediction

Lead students to the key words of the two given sentences and the content they might include. 
Highlight that the theme could be conveyed in each paragraph. 

Step Three Writing 
1. How to make smooth transition in the first paragraph? 

Use different patterns of thematic progression (pronouns, inverted sentences, emphatic sentences, etc.) 
2. How to end the story and highlight the theme?

Use repetition and comparison. 

3. How to describe the rescue work?

Use specific verbs, verb phrases, nouns, as well as different pronouns. 
Step Four Appreciation and Critical Thinking
Ask students to appreciate a piece of writing sample from a student as well as a possible version.
