
Teaching Plan for The Sock-eating ant 
· Teaching objectives
   After this lesson, students are expected to 
1. Learn the methods of analyzing original articles, given opening sentences and then apply them to future writing practice. 
2. Develop critical thinking ability, divergent thinking ability and creative thinking ability based on the discourse and theme of the story. 
3. Improve continuation writing skills by applying all-rounded synergy to writing practices.
4. Develop correct life outlook and value by analyzing the theme of the story—Don’t ever feel ashamed of your family background. 
· Teaching procedure (T=teacher; Ss=students)
Step 1: Leading-in 
· What's in the picture?
· Why is there a hole in the sock?
· To whom might this pair of socks belong?
· How would you feel if you have holes in your socks?
· Is it possible for an ant to make a hole like this? Why?
(激活已知，激发阅读兴趣)
Step 2: Reading + Designing 
find out information related to character, setting, plot-theme, POV, and language
1) analyze the personality of “me” as an example
· Which aspects are described?
· What kind of person is the girl based on the description?
· What problem is facing her?
· How to persuade a girl like her? If you were her teacher, what would you do and say?
2) Underline discourse and actions related to other characters in the passage. Conclude the personality of each one.
· Groups discuss about the personality of each character and decide the main/ minor characters? (POV)
· Decide what characters should be written in the continuation writing. (analyzed with the setting: from the playground to the teacher’s office)
· Predict how the characters will say, act, feel and change as the story develops. (plot+ theme)
3) conclude the detailed reading methods
Step 3: Designing the transitional sentences and closing sentences.  
transitional sentences
1) to grasp key words
2) to predict further actions or influence of actions (interaction/ feeling?)
closing sentences
1) [bookmark: _GoBack]to conclude the story
2) to highlight the theme
3) to echo the beginning
Step 4: Appreciating the possible versions 
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
