【1题详解】

细节理解题。根据City Sightseeing24 hours of Unlimited Touring（City Sightseeing24小时无限旅游）可知玛丽有一天的时间去新加坡旅游，City Sightseeing最适合她，故选C。

【2题详解】

推理判断题。根据Observe the night activities of the 1,000 over nocturnal(夜行的) animals in the Night Safari – the world’s first wildlife night park, for an adventure you’ll never forget.（在世界上第一个野生动物之夜公园——夜间狩猎之旅中，观察1000多种夜间活动的动物，你将永远不会忘记这一冒险之旅）和For More Information, call 6338-6826，可以推断出如果大卫和他9岁的儿子都是动物爱好者，他们最好在旅游前打电话6338-6826咨询更多的信息，故选A。

【3题详解】

细节理解题。根据 $53/A, $37/C, FREE/T和A — adult, C — children (3-12), T — toddler (2 & below)可推断出史密斯先生要带他的妻子、13岁的女儿和1岁的儿子去Flyer，至少应该准备53+53+53=159，故选C。

【4题详解】

When I was senior student, I couldn't understand my science teacher's instructions (指令) which upset me a lot. So when it comes to home-schooling our daughters, my husband volunteered to teach them science. But at that time he was too busy. I had to teach them instead.

One morning, I noticed the sky was a beautiful blue, and the air was filled with the sweet smell of flowers. I decided the lessons would be taught outside.

I got the girls ready. We headed up into the forest, setting ourselves by a pond. My elder daughter Saoirse began catching frogs, while my younger daughter Ula looked at me, waiting to be instructed. I handed her a drawing board and the colored pencils. ''We wait and see if something comes along. In the meantime, just draw what's around you. '' I told her.

Just then a bird flew across the water, and settled in front of a fallen tree. I quickly told Ula, worried that she'd not seen the creature. But she had, and she began drawing it.

An hour later, she finished her picture and I found she drew the bird on her paper amazingly well. But there was one other interesting fact about this drawing: she also drew me, sitting beside her.

Staring at this child's drawing of us watching a bird, I realized how I'd lived for 40 years, gathered 10 years of higher education, and never understood the basis of science before this moment. It is a sense of wonder: it isn't about correctly reciting words from textbooks. It is first about stepping outside and admiring the world around us.

From that day on, it was I not my husband that acted as the science teacher.

【5题详解】

推理判断题。根据第一段中的When I was senior student, I couldn't understand my science teacher's instructions (指令) which upset me a lot.可知，作者不能理解科学老师的指示，这让她很沮丧，由此可知作者上学时觉得科学很难学。D. She found it difficult.(她认为它很困难。)符合以上推测，故选D项。

【6题详解】

细节理解题。根据倒数第二段中的It is first about stepping outside and admiring the world around us.可知，作者认为科学的基础是走出去，欣赏周围的世界。D. Appreciating the world around.(欣赏周围的世界)符合以上说法，故选D项。

【7题详解】

推理判断题。根据第三段中的My elder daughter Saoirse began catching frogs, while my younger daughter Ula looked at me, waiting to be instructed.可知，出去后，西尔莎迫不及待地去看青蛙，而乌拉却在一旁看着作者，等着作者的指示，这说明她很耐心。再根据第五段An hour later, she finished her picture and I found she drew the bird on her paper amazingly well. 可知，一个小时候她完成了画画，我注意到她画在纸上的鸟非常好。这说明她很仔细。由此可知，乌拉是耐心并且认真的。B. Patient and careful.(耐心且仔细)符合以上推测，故选B项。

Giving space can also be an act of help, comfort and kindness

It is fun and meaningful experiment to actively think about kind things to do rather than let it happen naturally. I’ve realized it and I’m grateful for this chance to share online. Give it a try too and you’ll enjoy sweetness.

【9题详解】

细节理解题。本题题干意为：从第一段我们可以了解到什么?根据第一段“being far away makes it harder to help and comfort (安慰)loved ones. There is no use worrying a lot about them.”远离却使帮助和安慰所爱的人变得更加困难。为他们担心是没有用的。可知，过多地担心不在你身边的爱人是没有用的，故选D项。

【10题详解】

细节理解题。本题题干意为最后作者是如何安慰她的女儿的？根据第二段的“I decided to just chat with her online and to send a hug emoji this time”。我决定这次只和她在网上聊天，并发送一个拥抱表情符号，可知作者通过网络给女儿发了一个拥抱的表情。故选D项。

【11题详解】

推理判断题。本题题干意为：作者写这篇文章的目的是？根据最后一句I've realized it and I'm grateful for this chance to share online. Give it a try too and you’ll enjoy sweetness我已经意识到这一点，我很感激有机会在网上分享。尝试一下，你就会享受这种甜蜜的。可知，作者写这篇文章的目的是建议我们也像他那样安慰所爱的人，故选A项。

D

The microplastics(微型塑料) problem in the oceans has made its way to sea turtles in a big way. A new study has found microplastics in the stomach of every single turtle they tested—a total of 102 sea turtles.

The researchers tested more than 100 sea turtles from all seven kinds and three different oceans, and they were looking for man-made things less than 5 mm long. The most things the team found were fibers, which most likely came from clothing and fishing equipment.

“The influence of these particles on turtles is unknown,” said Emily Duncan. “Their small size means they can pass through the stomach without causing a problem, as is frequently reported with larger plastic pieces.”

The researchers found more than 800 man-made particles in the turtles, but since they only tested part of the stomach, they believe the total number of particles could be 20 times higher. They don’t know how the turtles take in the particles, but they think they are from polluted seawater and polluted plants.

Professor Brendan Godley said that eating microplastics isn’t the biggest problem to sea turtles at the moment, but it is a clear sign that we need to do a better job watching global waste.

This turtle study shows that we need to reduce the amount of plastic waste, so we can keep clean and healthy oceans for future people.

这是一篇说明文。一项新的研究发现，他们检测的总共102只海龟里，每只海龟的胃里都有微塑料。研究人员通过测试来自不同海域的海龟，发现了这一微塑料问题。微塑料因为颗粒小，可以顺利通过海龟的胃，从而对海龟造成危害。研究人员认为海龟体内这些颗粒数量更高，颗粒主要来自被污染的海水和被污染的植物。文章主要为了号召人们控制对海洋的污染。

【12题详解】

词义猜测题。根据后文A new study has found microplastics in the stomach of every single turtle they tested—a total of 102 sea turtles.可知一项新的研究发现，他们检测的总共102只海龟里，每只海龟的胃里都有微塑料。由此可知，海洋中的微塑料问题已经在很大程度上影响到了海龟。故划线短语意思为“产生影响”。故选B。

【13题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段中The researchers tested more than 100 sea turtles from all seven kinds and three different oceans, and they were looking for man-made things less than 5 mm long.可知研究人员测试了来自7种和3种不同海洋的100多只海龟，他们正在寻找长度小于5毫米的人造物体。由此可知，研究人员通过测试来自不同海域的海龟发现了微塑料问题。故选D。

【14题详解】

推理判断题。根据第三段“The influence of these particles on turtles is unknown,” said Emily Duncan. “Their small size means they can pass through the stomach without causing a problem, as is frequently reported with larger plastic pieces.”可知“这些颗粒对海龟的影响尚不清楚，” Emily Duncan说。“它们的小尺寸意味着它们可以顺利通过胃，而不会有任何问题，而对于较大的塑料来说，这是一个经常被报告的问题。”由此可推知，大的垃圾会对海龟造成问题。故选A。

【15题详解】

推理判断题。根据最后一段This turtle study shows that we need to reduce the amount of plastic waste, so we can keep clean and healthy oceans for future people.可知这项对海龟的研究表明，我们需要减少塑料垃圾的数量，这样我们才能为未来的人类保持清洁和健康的海洋。结合文章，由此可推知，这篇文章的目的是号召人们控制对海洋的污染。故选C。

【16题详解】

根据上文In fact, gossip is something that can forever change a friendship and even prevent you from making new friends in the future.(事实上，流言蜚语会永远改变一段友谊，甚至会阻碍你在未来结交新朋友)以及后文Here are some ways gossip hurts, and what you can do to avoid it.(以下是流言蜚语造成伤害的一些方式，以及你可以做些什么来避免它)由此可知，本句应当承接上文，继续说明流言蜚语的坏处。故C选项“此外，谈论别人的私事不酷”符合语境，故选C。

【17题详解】

根据上文The next time you feel the need to talk about a friend, take a moment to understand why.(下次当你觉得有必须谈论朋友的时候，花点时间想想原因)以及后文Do you believe it will give others the opinion that you’re knowledgeable?(你认为这会让别人觉得你很有见识吗？)由此可知，本句承上启下，说明要在传播流言蜚语时反思原因，本句与后文则是通过设问句来举例如何反思传播流言蜚语。故E选项“你认为传播流言蜚语会让你脱颖而出吗？”符合语境，故选E。

【18题详解】

根据上文If you open your heart to a friend and then realize your trust was misplaced, this will forever change your relationship.(如果你向一个朋友敞开心扉，然后意识到你的信任放错了地方，这将永远改变你们的关系)由此可知，本句承接上文说明失去对朋友信任的结果，上文中your trust可对应到D选项中trust is gone。故D选项“一旦信任失去了，它必须随着时间的推移而重建”符合语境，故选D。

【19题详解】

根据上文You may decide that you do not want to give your friend another chance, and this will end your relationship. Perhaps the person that gossiped was not your friend to begin with.(你可能不想再给你的朋友一次机会，这将结束你们的关系。也许那个说闲话的人本来就不是你的朋友)以及后文If so, you’ll need to make sure your friend knows that you don’t talk about people behind their backs, and you expect the same from your friend.(如果是这样的话，你需要让你的朋友知道你不会在背后议论别人，你也希望你的朋友也能这样)由此可知，上文提到了不想再给传播流言蜚语的朋友一次机会，后文则提到了让朋友知道自己不会背后议论朋友，由此可推知，本句应当是在启示后文，说明愿意再给朋友一次机会的情况。上文中give your friend another chance可对应到F选项中give your friend another chance。故F选项“你也可以选择再给你的朋友一次机会，继续你们的友谊”符合语境，故选F。

【20题详解】

根据后文Even if you don’t know the person being talked about, change the subject or walk away. Don’t let the poor behavior of someone else ruin your reputation as a good friend.可知即使你不认识正在谈论的那个人，也要改变话题或者走开。不要让别人的不良行为破坏了你作为好朋友的声誉。由此可知，本句应当是总起全段，说明如何制止流言，后文提到了听到流言就走开，说明要树立好一个自身不传播流言的榜样。故B选项“如果你听到别人在传播流言蜚语，树立一个行为举止的榜样”符合语境，故选B。
