M: No, there will be high clouds in the morning, and heavy showers in the afternoon and the evening.

W: Good idea. Can Jack go with us? He studied hard for his exams in the past two weeks.

M: I don’t think so. He’s going on a trip this weekend with his school.

解析：此题答案为C。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据女士的回答“I was stuck in the lab.”可知女士昨天被实验室里的事情困住了。文中的was stuck in the lab可同义转述为worked in the lab，故选C。

解析：此题答案为B。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据男士的回答“many showers in the afternoon and evening.”可知男生回答女士明天下午和晚上有阵雨。文中的showers属于选项中的Rainy，故选B。

Text 3  41词  周末计划

解析：此题答案为A。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据女士问的“Can Jack go with us?”及最后男士的回答“He’s going on a trip this weekend with his school.”可知Jack本周末将会参加学校组织的旅行。故选A。
Text 4  40词  取消访问

M: Hello, is it Emma? This is Robert Allen from Johnson’s Electronics.
W: Hello, Robert. What can I do for you?
M: It’s this visit by Mr. Johnson. I’m afraid he’s had an emergency and won’t be able to make it this time.
解析：此题答案为B。此题为理解主旨与要义题。根据最后男士所说的“It’s this visit by Mr. Johnson. I’m afraid he’s had an emergency and won’t be able to make it this time.”可知男士打电话通知女士：原本的访问由于紧急情况而无法进行。故选B。

Text 5  29词  接机

解析：此题答案为A。此题为态度观点题。根据男士回答女士“I slept through the whole flight, actually, and I feel much better.”及说话者的语气，再结合整个情境，可知男士在整个旅途处于睡觉休息状态，而旅途之后感觉良好，能够推断出男士此刻是精神焕发的。故选A。

Text 6  55词  晚饭

解析：此题答案为A。此题为关系推断题。根据语境中女士所说的“I was thinking of making something healthy, say… fish and vegetables.”及男士所说的“I’ll have whatever you make.”，可知女士在想做些健康的食物，男士说你做什么我吃什么，再结合说话双方的语气，可知二者是夫妻关系。故选A。
解析：此题答案为C。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据听力原文，女士晚上准备做些健康的食物：鱼和蔬菜；而男士表示女士晚饭做鱼和蔬菜，他则会跟着吃鱼和蔬菜，AB项是男士之前提出想吃，是干扰项。故选C。

Text 7  135词  罗马新规

解析：8此题答案为B。此题为地点推断题。根据女士说的“I heard that you’re going to Milan for a business trip next week.”及男士的回复“Yes, Susan. I’m also planning a trip to Rome for sightseeing after that.”可知男士在结束米兰的出差后将会去罗马进行观光旅行。故选B。
解析：9此题答案为A。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据女士所说的“Another rule, that’s tourists can’t eat in common places.”罗马其中的一条规则是游客不能在公共场合吃东西。文中的Another rule及can’t可转述为banned；in common places转述为in the street。故选A。
解析：10此题答案为C。此题为态度观点题。根据男士两次对于女士讲述规则所回答的“That’s good. Eating in comedy is inappropriate and can lead to littering.”和“Wow, that’s big money, but it’s understandable.”可知男士觉得是这些规则是可以理解的能够接受的，是合理的。故选C。

Text 8  161词  教师劝慰学生

解析：11此题答案为C。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。从对话第一句关键词“withdraw from speech class”可知，女士找男孩谈话是因为男孩想退出演讲课程。Withdraw是drop的同义转述。故选C。
解析：12此题答案为B。此题为理解主旨与要义题。根据原文中女士的话“I onced asked my students what they would do if someone in class forgot a word or made a mistake. They said they would feel bad for the speaker, for then they would be in the speaker’s show someday.”可知，她班里的学生对失误的学生是同情的态度。故选B。
解析：13此题答案为C。此题为态度观点题。考生需要整体把握对话内容，体会女士与男孩交谈的方式、语气等可知，她一直在鼓励男士。故选C。

Text 9  155词  谈论求职者信息

解析：14此题答案为A。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据对话的开头可知，男士问女士一共有多少申请表，女士回答说超过200个，男士听到数字很是惊讶“Wow, that many?”。故选A。
解析：15此题答案为B。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据两人对话“W: And so, I drew a short list of 12 candidates. M: Are we going to interview all of them? W: I think we should.”可知，说话人将会对12位申请人进行面试。故选B。
解析：16此题答案为B。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。题目问的是说话双方在最后讨论了什么，根据最后两句对话“W: A few general questions, then onto specifics. We could also ask them to give a short presentation.”可知，他们讨论一些关于面试的内容，步骤。故选B。

解析17：此题答案为C。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据原文“…she received a handwritten letter from a fisherman…”可知，Gallo收到的一封来自渔夫的信，即等同于选项C的内容，一封陌生人的信。故选C。

解析18：此题答案为C。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据原文“…that her message in the bottle had been found in Spain.”可知，渔夫是在西班牙发现Gallo的信。故选C。
设问：

解析：19此题答案为B。此题为简单推理判断题。根据原文“Gallo and her sister put message into bottles and throw them into the ocean while visiting their aunt on Monhegan Island three years ago.”以及“Gallo, young, 14,…”可知，Gallo是三年前扔的瓶子，而她现在已经14岁了，所以她扔瓶子时是11岁。故选B。

解析：20此题答案为A。此题为获取事实性具体信息题。根据原文最后一段内容可知，Gallo希望捡到她瓶子的人，能写下自己的一些信息并重新扔向大海。渔夫说他继续传达了女孩的愿望，即他已将瓶子重新扔进大海里。故选A。
