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The government has extended a £2 cap on local bus fares in England for another three
months, amid concerns that operators would be forced to slash the number of routes on
offer without the subsidy.
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However, that still leaves some bus operators with significant shortfalls in ticket
revenues, particularly on less busy routes. Those less lucrative routes are often
crucial links for less connected communities, particularly in rural areas.
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Transportation Secretary Pete Buttigieg said in a letter Sunday to Norfolk Southern chief
executive Alan Shaw that he would call on Congress _to raise _(raise) the cap on fines for
railroad safety breaches, saying _an _increase was needed to serve as a deterrent to the huge
companies _that/which dominate the industry.

The current maximum fine is $225,455, according to federal rules. Norfolk Southern’s revenue
last year was $12.7 billion.

“Norfolk Southern and your industry must demonstrate that you will not seek to supercharge
profits by resisting (resist) higher standards that could benefit the safety of workers and the
safety of American communities,” Buttigieg wrote.
