Suspicion on what started the fire on
Feb. 16 has fallen on lithium () batteries used (use) in electric vehicles, though
authorities say they have no firm evidence about the cause.

Authorities feared the ship could pollute the ocean. The ship was carrying 2,200
tons of fuel and 2,200 tons of oil. A Portuguese Air Force plane and a Portuguese
navy vessel are to remain (remain) at the scene on the lookout for signs of pollution.
