Iv. [ Bt 1r):

The theme of this unit is about the protection of cultural heritage, while the theme of the reading
text is about “understand how a problem was solved”. The text mainly talks about the challenges of
protecting cultural heritages during the building of the Aswan Dam, and countries around the world
worked together to solve the problem successfully.

V. [#1E 21T ):

Students in Grade One has learned English for years, and they have mastered some basic language
points and language skills, and they can get some detailed information in the text. But most of them lack
reading strategies like skimming, scanning and prediction. This text is related to the protection of cultural
heritage. Some students may be familiar with cultural heritage when travelling, but they may not know
how to protect it. This text activates students’ awareness of the necessity and importance of protecting
cultural heritage and the power of unity and cooperation around the world.

VI. [ #2322 ] Teaching procedures:

Step L. Pre-reading: Leading-in: Enjoy a video and some pictures about cultural relics

Watch a short video about a documentary about Abu Simbel Temple-the rescue of an ancient
Egyptian temple--to lead to the topic.

From the video and the pictures, we know many cultural relics are disappearing, we human beings
must do something to protect cultural heritage.
