More than 20 million people spent their Saturday night at home with Lady Gaga and all her friends. The TV special(电视特别节目) "One World: Together At Home," which aired across 30 networks over the weekend, attracted 20.7 million viewers. The concert, organized by Global Citizen, aimed to celebrate the heroes of fighting against the coronavirus and encourage spread-preventing measures like social distancing. The "stay at home" TV special has become increasingly popular during the coronavirus pandemic, such as ABC's Disney Singalong Special, CBS's "ACM Presents: Our Country. "One World: Together At Home" also topped three of the four major award shows in total viewers, the exception being the Academy Awards. Though people weren't strongly encouraged to stay home at the time those aired, the concert turned out to be such a success that it raised almost $128 million to support health care workers in the fight against the disease. 
Lady Gaga acted as the organizer for Saturday's 8-hour livestream concert event, which featured performances from artists including Stevie Wonder and the Rolling Stones.
Coronavirus NYC: Designer's 'flower flash' brighten up Manhattan streets |

Vogue magazine once wrote about him but it's the reaction from the public he values most. As one person puts it, New York City trash has never looked so pretty.

Jason Anderson, a nurse from Orlando, says he saw some of the toughest moments of his career. "Unfortunately we've seen a lot of passing away but it's been an honor to be there with them," he said. "Unfortunately the families of the patients can't be there. Unfortunately they're alone, but we've been there for them to hold their hand at the very last minute." 
Ohio nurse Brooklyn Hazel, who left her 8-month-old baby boy to work at Lincoln hospital, said, "It's been rough, especially the first week and a half. Everything you see on the news is true but probably worse. But seeing people in the high rises clapping, beating their pans together, we feel warm. That's what gets us through our day." 
The New Yorkers’ action showing their respect the early morning resulted from a letter a health care worker named Jason wrote to Police Commissioner Dermot Shea. 
"My name is Jason and I am one of the MANY nurses. First, it has been an absolute honor and pleasure being here. ... In my entire nursing career, I have never seen some of the things that I have seen here ... I have cried so many tears over these patients (both who live and passed away). I have done so many chest compressions(压缩). I have stared at COVID-19 in the face and scolded it in the name of Jesus - and with that, I have gotten patients’ pulses back. ... That is why I am writing to you. Would you or your commanding officers be willing to help send us off to our LAST shift tomorrow morning by giving some of our busses a police escort. We "Back The Blue", now will you "Back The Scrubs"?"

As India applies a nationwide lockdown due to the novel coronavirus pandemic, one police officer has found a creative way to get the message across. Rajesh Babu, a police inspector in the southern city of Chennai, wears a specially designed coronavirus helmet(头盔) while stopping vehicles and walkers at checkpoints. A local artist came up with the idea after noticing a lack of public awareness around the pandemic and preventative measures. He saw people roaming here and there without proper safety equipment, without masks. So he decided to create something as a reminder to urge people to take the disease seriously. His idea got supported by the police, especially police inspector Babu. Dressed as the coronavirus, he would say: "If you come out, I will come in." The helmet has been well received, with a number of people thanking Babu for the information and agreeing to stay home.
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Capt Tom also received a special message from actor and singer Michael Ball, who described the challenge as "an extraordinary achievement" and sang "You'll Never Walk Alone" to him live on BBC Breakfast.

Captain Tom Moore, a 99-year-old retired soldier, originally aimed to raise just £1,000 for National Health Service by walking 100 laps of his garden with the aid of a walking frame before his 100th birthday on 30 April. But he has smashed his target after nearly 800,000 people made donations to his fundraising page. On Friday morning, Capt Tom's JustGiving page was showing donations of more than £17million.

Shortly after he finished the fundraiser, the retired soldier had words of advice for the nation about coping with the coronavirus lockdown. "You've all got to remember that we will get through it in the end, it will all be right," he said. "For all those people finding it difficult at the moment, the sun will shine on you again and the clouds will go away."
