To make a vaccine that protects against multiple types, strains, or variants of a virus,
researchers have to find a feature that they all have in common and that our immune
system reacts to.
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They can use as their foundation the things that are most similar between viruses—and
concede that their vaccine might not stimulate the strongest response.
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Rates of elephant poaching in Africa have fallen to their lowest (low) rate in two
decades and have decreased to almost one fifth of what they were in 2012, according to
data released (release) by the world’s wildlife trade body.

The figures don’t represent absolute poaching levels, but they do show trends. In 2003,
CITES received reports of 287 carcasses (14 4k) illegally (legal) killed at 69 sites
across Africa. By 2012, this had risen (rise) nearly four-fold to 1048, and last year it
dropped back down to 228.

Mark Jones, head of policy at animal charity the Born Free Foundation says the news
of the decline was welcome and reflected increased efforts (effort) to protect elephants.
“But elephants continue to suffer (sutfer) and die in large numbers at the hands of
poachers, which puts pressure (press) on populations,” he warns. “There is no room for
complacency.”

In particular, Jones points out that there has been much less of a reduction in poaching
of elephants in Central and West Africa, many of which are forest elephants, now
officially recognised as separate to the savannah (i # %0 J5) species.

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In particular, Jones points out that there has been much less of a reduction in
poaching of elephants in Central and West Africa, many of which are forest
elephants, now officially recognised as separate to the savannah species.

temperatures towards the pole. They also tracked dozens of tiger sharks with satellite tags
for nine years and they found similar results

Hammerschlag: So taken together , we have several lines of evidence that tiger shark
distributions and migrations are changing from ocean warming, causing their distributions
and migrations to extend and expand fyrther north. And in these northern areas, they

actually occur earlier in the year from ocean warming. ‘i

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Intagliata: Their findings appear in the journal Global Change Biology.

This shift matters » Hammerschlag says, because tiger sharks are apex predators, and
where they go influences the food web beneath them. The sharks are also moving outside
marine protected areas and into places where they could be more vulnerable to
commercial fishing.

Hammerschlag: What this points to is that: these marine protected areas need to
consider current but also future changes in species distributions from ocean warming. And
they certainly have to be adaptive and maybe, you know, work with not only having
marine protected areas but also other types of protections, like catch limits and other
types of more traditional species conservation and management tools, in addition to
protecting places.

Intagliata: Now, if you don’t find the ecological argument convincing , Hammerschlag
pointed out one more implication. Although shark bites are relatively rare , he says, if
tiger sharks shift their range—and warm waters draw more bathers to the ocean—that
could up the odds of an unfortunate encounter beneath the waves.
