叙事文体：语言

文章体裁不同，作者的写作手法、表达的方式
就不同，语言风格也不同。叙事文有其特有的语言
特点，把握其语言特点是写好读后续写的基础。叙
事文的语言一般用过去时，灵活运用各种时间表达
法叙述的故事发生、发展。生动是叙事文体的另一
个特点，为了生动，作者往往会运用多种手法，例
如，运用具体的动词代替一般的动词，运用有效的
形容词或者副词等修饰语以使语言生动。
