	Reading

	Aims
	By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:
1. get to know the difference between an ordinay park and a theme park after free talk;
2. realize what the theme parks bring to us is more than fun: including knowledge about culture, history, cartoons, science, etc., after reading and learning the whole passage.
3. learn and try to write another theme park (Lishui Adventure Island Water Park) using the structure (theme park——activities——promotion) and the language they’ve learnt during the class by learning and practising

	Focus
	1. How to lead the students to understand the possible structure of writing a theme park.
2. How to give the input according to the students’ output of using the structure and language to write another theme park.

	Difficulty
	Help the students learn and try to write another theme park (Lishui Adventure Island Water Park) using the structure (theme park——activities——promotion) and the language they’ve learnt during the class by learning and practising 

	Procedures
	Step 1 Lead-in by free talk
  T: What can we do in an ordinary park?
  T: What is a theme park and what can we do here?
    What’s the difference?
Intentions: Use the pictures to get the students to learn the difference between an ordinary park and a theme park.
Step 2 While you read
1. Focus on Para.1 and answer the following questions:
Q: What question does the author raise in the first paragraph? 
And what answer does he give? Why does he give the answer 
“Whichever and whatever you like, there is a theme park for you.”?
Intentions: help the students fully understand that there are various 
kinds of theme parks, and the theme vary from cartoons, history to 
culture, science, etc.
2. Analysis of Paragraphs 2-4, find out the name and theme of each park.
Intentions: By comparison, students can roughly get the general idea of the following paragraphs.
3. Focus on Para.2, Disneyland
① Lead the students to get the whole structure of introducing a theme park (theme park——activities——promotion) 
② Get a comprehension of the different sentence structures used to describe different activities in Disneyland: 
※ It will bring you into a…world and make your dreams come true, whether…or….
※ As youn wander around…, you may see
※ It also has…, from…to…
Intentions: Through analyzing this part, we lead the students to read between the lines to get the important sentence structures used to describe activities.
4.  Focus on Paras.3-4, Dollywood & Camelot Park
  Go on analysing the structure and language used to introduce a theme park, and enrich the sentence structures as follows
※ If you want to…, then …
※ Do you like…? Then…
Intentions: Through practice, students are more failiar with the structure and further get the needed sentences to write another theme park later.
Step 3 After you read
1. critical thinking
Q: How do you understand the title: Theme Parks—Fun and More than Fun?
Intentions: to check whether the students have got the deep meaning of a theme park by discussing and thinking.
2. writing
   Write one more paragraph about another theme park “Lishui Adventure Island Water Park”. The writing structure and language should be modelled after (模仿)that of the three theme parks like “theme park—activities—promotion”. 
Intentions: to fully develop and check the students’ output after learning this passage.
3. Assignments
Finish and polish your introduction of the theme park “Lishui Adventure Island Water Park”.
