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THE UNIVERSE

Massive satellite constellations are cluttering the night sky, two crewed

We’ll be watching what they decide to build,
particularly for renewable energy and transportation of fossil fuels, as well as what existing
structures they keep online. The recently clected (elect) U.S. government could determine
future climate-related financial (finance) support and regulation. Simultaneously, science
is revealing how much death and damage climate change is causing. We are hopeful that
this burgeoning evidence will convince more people worldwide that we have to act now.
