	In Africa, the honeyguide birds can respond to human calls to lead people to honey—what scientists describe as a mutualistic interaction,  or one that benefits both creatures. The birds tweet and fly from tree to tree to guide honey seekers to hidden bee nests, typically inside trees. Then, humans open the trees to find honey, and the birds can dine on beeswax, their favorite food.
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	Dogs have an excellent sense of smell, which is why the folks at Penn Vet Working Dog Center are training dogs to identify the smell of cancer using tissue and blood samples from people who suffer. The scientists hope to develop a way for dogs to screen samples first, then perform follow-up testing on the samples the dogs flagged—a system for spotting cancer in its early stages.
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	Having a snake wrapped around your neck isn’t necessarily what you usually expect. But Monty, a 13-year-old snake has been helping customers relax with neck massages(按摩). It’s unlikely he was trained to do the job and is just pulsating like any other snake would when  around a person’s neck. Regardless, this special snake books out a few weeks in advance.
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	The Guide Horse Foundation has been training miniature horses (those standing 34 inches or less) as assistance animals for the visually damaged since 1999. Miniature horses are ideal service animals for people who feel uncomfortable with dogs or who want a guide animal with a longer life span. The horses typically live from 30 to 40 years.

【1题详解】

细节理解题。根据表格第三段中“But Monty, a 13-year-old snake has been helping customers relax with neck massages(按摩).”可知，13岁的蛇Monty通过颈部按摩帮助客人放松。故选A项。

【2题详解】

细节理解题。根据表格最后一段中“Miniature horses are ideal service animals for people who feel uncomfortable with dogs or who want a guide animal with a longer life span.”可知，对于那些感觉与狗相处得不舒服与或者想要一个较长寿命的向导动物的人来说，小型马是理想的服务动物。由此可知，小型马可以为不喜欢狗的盲人服务。故选A项。

【3题详解】

主旨大意题。结合全文，文章介绍了四种动物的独特职业。故选C项。

My love for libraries blossomed when I joined the public library. From the age of 8, I was allowed to walk from my home to the downtown library, housed above the police station. Once the librarian gave me my first membership card, I could enjoy a range of books, which started with Little House in the Big Woods. I was addicted instantly, and this love of libraries and reading would change my life, allowing me to one day create a safe space for high-school kids, too.

By the time I was in high school, I could read the authors that we were studying in class, including Charles Dickens, Mark Twain and Emily Bronte. During the summer months, I got caught up in Gone with the Wind.

When I studied English literature at university, I thought it was time to build my own library. For the next 40 years, I continued to collect books. Until one day, I realized that all my books had become a part of the house, like wallpaper.

Toward the end of my teaching career, I became a teacher-librarian at my old high school, where I had first learned English literature. This position restored my love and appreciation for libraries. I never forgot how wonderful it was to be surrounded by books. I had a generous budget for my classes, so I searched for novels that would interest my teenage audience and hopefully spark a love for books. Fantasy, science-fiction, graphic novels — I bought almost any type of book that my students wanted to read. I bought sofas and comfortable chairs, turning the library into an inclusive (包容的) public space, safe for everyone.

In doing so, I realized that the library isn’t just a place to do research. They are, in fact, places that offer an opportunity to engage with the past, present and future. All that is required is a tiny bit of curiosity. Libraries are places that should be full of life. They help us fit into the world, and their doors must be kept open to everyone — for free!

【4题详解】

细节理解题。根据第一段中的最后一句“I was addicted instantly, and this love of libraries and reading would change my life, allowing me to one day create a safe space for high-school kids, too.(我一下子就上瘾了，这种对图书馆和阅读的热爱将改变我的生活，让我有一天也能为高中生创造一个安全的空间。)”可知，作者对图书馆和阅读的热爱激发了作者为学生建立图书馆的灵感。故选C。

【5题详解】

细节理解题。根据第三段中的“When I studied English literature at university, I thought it was time to build my own library.(当我在大学学习英语文学时，我认为是时候建我自己的图书馆了。)”可知，作者在大学期间开始建立自己的图书馆。故选C。

【6题详解】

推理判断题。根据第四段中的“...I searched for novels that would interest my teenage audience and hopefully spark a love of books. Fantasy, science-fiction, graphic novels-I bought almost any type of books that my students wanted to read. I bought sofas and comfortable chairs, turning the library into a safe public space, for everyone.（我在寻找那些能引起青少年读者兴趣的小说，希望能激发他们对书籍的热爱。幻想、科幻、图画小说——我几乎买了我的学生想看的任何类型的书。我买了沙发和舒适的椅子，把图书馆变成了一个安全的公共空间。）”可知，作者为筹建图书馆做了很多事情；由此可知，通过第四段我们知道了作者是如何改善学校图书馆的。故选D。

【7题详解】

主旨大意题。阅读文章内容，并根据最后一段“I realized that the library isn’t just a place to do research. They are, in fact, places that offer an opportunity to engage with the past, present and future. All that is required is a tiny bit of curiosity. Libraries are places that should be full of life. They help us fit into the world, and their doors must be kept open to everyone — for free!(我意识到图书馆不仅仅是一个做研究的地方。事实上，这些地方提供了接触过去、现在和未来的机会。所需要的只是一点点好奇心。图书馆是充满生机的地方。他们帮助我们融入世界，他们的大门必须向所有人敞开——免费！)”可知，作者从小就喜欢图书馆和阅读，后来作者收集书籍建立了自己的图书馆，这些地方提供了接触过去、现在和未来的机会。因此图书馆不只是人们学习和读书的场所，它应该促使人们具有好奇心来了解和认识世界。“不仅仅是书籍”指的是图书馆，因此它符合文意，可以成为文章的最佳标题。故选A。

C

Would it surprise you to learn that, like animals, trees communicate with each other and pass on their wealth to the next generation?

Professor Simard form University of British Columbia explains how trees are much more complex than most of us ever imagined. Although Charles Darwin thought that trees are competing for survival of the fittest, Simard shows just how wrong he was. As far as Simard is concerned, actually the opposite is true: trees survive through their co-operation, passing around necessary nutrition (营养) “depending on who needs it”.

Nitrogen (氮) and carbon are shared through miles of underground fungi (真菌) networks, making sure that all trees in the forest ecological system give and receive just the right amount to keep them all healthy. This hidden system works in a very similar way to the networks of neurons (神经元) in our brains, and when one tree is destroyed, it affects all.

Simard talks about “mother trees”, usually the largest and oldest plants on which all other trees depend. She explains how “mother trees” pass on the wealth to the next generation, transporting important minerals to young trees so they may continue to grow. When humans cut down “mother trees” with no awareness of these highly complex “tree societies” or the networks on which they feed, we are reducing the chances of survival for the entire forest.

“We didn’t take any notice of it,” Simard says sadly. “Trees move nutrition into the young trees before they die, but we never give them chance.” If we could put across the message to the forestry industry, we could make a huge difference towards our environmental protection efforts for the future.

【8题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段中“As far as Simard is concerned, actually the opposite is true: trees survive through their co-operation, passing around necessary nutrition “depending on who needs it”. (在西玛德看来，事实恰恰相反：树木通过相互合作生存下来，“取决于谁需要”传递必要的营养)”可知，西玛德认为树木之间会互相扶持。故选A项。

【9题详解】

推理判断题。根据第三段中“This hidden system works in a very similar way to the networks of neurons in our brains, and when one tree is destroyed, it affects all. (这个隐藏系统的运作方式与我们大脑中的神经元网络非常相似，当一棵树被破坏时，它会影响到所有的树)”可知，本段中提到了大脑中的神经元网络以此展示森林生态系统是如何运作的。故选D项。

【10题详解】

指代猜测题。由第五段中的“When humans cut down “mother trees” with no awareness of these highly complex “tree societies” or the networks on which they feed, we are reducing the chances of survival for the entire forest.(当人类砍伐“母树”时，却不知道这些高度复杂的“树木社会”或它们赖以生存的网络，我们正在减少整个森林的生存机会)”以及最后一段中的““We didn’t take any notice of it,” Simard says sadly.(“我们没有注意到它，”西玛德悲伤地说)”，可知it指代上文已提及的东西，所以it就是指代上文highly complex “tree societies”或the networks，即树木赖以生存的方式以及运作方式。故选C项。

【11题详解】

细节理解题。根据最后一段中“If we could put across the message to the forestry industry, we could make a huge difference towards our environmental protection efforts for the future. (如果我们能把这个信息传达给林业，我们就能对未来的环境保护工作产生巨大的影响)”可知，西玛德号召人们保护树群落。故选A项。

D

By now, most of us have picked up at least one pandemic hobby. And there's a seemingly common pandemic hobby trend: People who haven't been able to go anywhere are making imaginary travel plans. Maybe you're among those who have spent hours researching locations-even though you're not actually planning to travel.

It turns out that you aren't alone. People who seem to be sticking to public safety recommendations are still planning trips they don't intend to book. And, when I suddenly found myself addicted to an imaginary girls' trip to Joshua Tree, I wondered whether this was a healthy distraction.

"It's an escapist imagination," said Regine Galanti, a psychologist, adding that there's nothing wrong with escapism during a global pandemic.

On the one hand, distractions are often beneficial right now. We are a full year into living with COVID-19 as a pandemic, and that means you've probably had to navigate a range of emotions like discomfort, sadness, or even boredom. So any hobby that doesn't harm anyone or endanger your well-being is probably a worthy attempt.

Even if vacation planning is your happy place, Dr. Galanti suggests you "actually think about what you're trying to achieve." Why? "Maybe what you're saying is, I need a vacation from work," Dr. Galanti explains. "Then take three days off even if you are not going anywhere. "When you figure out what you're looking for, you might be able to find a small socially distanced adventure in your backyard or a quiet place. Vacation planning is a good way to spend some time, but there might be an even better way to get what you're desiring.

Anyway, when uncertainty is all around us, creating things to look forward to isn't a terrible idea. And when things are safer, you'll have all your plans in place.

【12题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段“People who seem to be sticking to public safety recommendations are still planning trips they don't intend to book. And, when I suddenly found myself addicted to an imaginary girls' trip to Joshua Tree, I wondered whether this was a healthy distraction.（那些似乎坚持公共安全建议的人仍在计划他们不打算预订的旅行。而且，当我突然发现自己沉迷于一个想象中的去约书亚树的女孩之旅时，我想知道这是否是一种健康的消遣）”以及第三段““It’s an escapist imagination,” said Regine Galanti, a psychologist, adding that there’s nothing wrong with escapism during a global pandemic.（心理学家雷金•加兰蒂说:“这是一种逃避现实的想象。”他还补充说，在疫情全球流行之际，逃避现实并没有错）”可知，人们在大流行期间制定想象中的旅行计划是想逃离现实。故选C项。

【13题详解】

词义猜测题。根据第四段“We are a full year into living with COVID-19 as a pandemic, and that means you’ve probably had to navigate a range of emotions like discomfort, sadness, or even boredom. （我们整整一年都生活在新冠肺炎疫情之下 ”可知，在这种情况下，我们不得不处理比如不适、悲伤和无聊等一系列的负面情绪，由此可知，画线词词义为“处理”，故选D项。

【14题详解】

推理判断题。根据第五段“ Vacation planning is a good way to spend some time, but there might be an even better way to get what you're desiring.（ 制定度假计划是打发时间的好方法，但也许还有更好的方法来满足你的愿望）”可知，作者对想象中的旅行计划持支持的态度，认为制定想象中的度假计划是打发时间的好方法。故选C项。

【15题详解】

推理判断题。通过阅读全文，特别是根据第一段“By now, most of us have picked up at least one pandemic hobby. And there's a seemingly common pandemic hobby trend: People who haven't been able to go anywhere are making imaginary travel plans. （到目前为止，我们大多数人都至少养成了一种疫情期间的爱好。还有一个似乎很常见的流行爱好趋势:那些无法去任何地方的人正在制定想象中的旅行计划）”可知，文章介绍了人们在新型冠状病毒肺炎流行待在家这一困难时期，形成了一种制定想象中的度假计划爱好，以逃避现实生活。这是一种面对生活的方式，因此文章最有可能出自报纸的生活方式版块，故选B项。

【16题详解】

根据上文“Being a teenager can be difficult, since you're dealing with higher expectations and the process of finding your place in the world.（作为一个青少年可能是困难的，因为你要处理更高的期望和在世界上找到自己位置的过程。）”和下文“The following are things you can do to achieve that！（以下是你可以做的事情来实现这个目标！）”可知，空处和上文形成转折关系，C项：But that doesn't mean you can't enjoy the teen years.（但这并不意味着你不能享受青少年的时光。）符合语境。故选C。

【17题详解】

空处为段落主题句。根据空后的“Everyone is different in their teenage years. Some teens prefer …, while others prefer to…; some…, while others…Saying that there's only one way to enjoy your teenage years is wrong.（每个人在青少年时期都是不一样的。一些青少年喜欢和朋友呆在一起，而另一些则喜欢学习和工作;有些人喜欢当壁花，而有些人则喜欢吵闹。）”可知，此段讲的是每个人享受青少年时期的方式不是固定不变的（set-in-stone）。F项“要明白度过你的青少年时光没有固定的方法”符合语境。故选F。

【18题详解】

根据空后的“Stop paying so much attention to them as many of them are based on what other people think, instead of what you think.（不要把太多的注意力放在他们身上，因为他们中的很多是基于别人的想法，而不是你自己的想法。）”中的them可知，空处提到了复数名词。B项中的“worries”和“them”对应。B项：For lots of people, the teenage years are full of worries.（对很多人来说，青少年时期充满了担心。）符合语境。故选B。

【19题详解】

根据空前的“dedicate some time to studying and do your best. Learn how to prioritize, whether it's with school work, or any extracurricular activities. Boost your studying skills.（花点时间学习，尽你最大的努力。学习如何分清轻重缓急，无论是学校作业还是课外活动。提高你的学习技能。）”可知，上述这些学习行为可能不那么有乐趣，但是对以后生活很有帮助。E项：It may not seem enjoyable, but it's helpful later on in life.（它可能看起来不愉快，但它在以后的生活中是有用的。）符合语境。故选E。

【20题详解】

根据空前的“Keep good relations with your family as much as possible.（尽量与家人保持良好的关系。）”和下文“It's the building blocks for ail relationships you develop, whether they're friendships, romantic relationships, or a family you choose to have later on in life.（它是你发展所有关系的基石，无论是友谊、爱情，还是你以后选择的家庭。）可知，此空讲的是家庭的重要性。D项：Family is one of the most important connections in your life.（家庭是你生活中最重要的联系方式之一。）符合语境。故选D。
