Not Even Wrong

My eight-year-old son, Jack, is a boy with autism(孤独症). Even though I always hear from others that he is very bright and he is making enough progress to meet goals, I am still anxious walking into their parents’ meetings.

Last fall’s parents’ meeting was even worse for me. I noticed Jack making a great effort to keep up with others. Some parents watched Jack and whispered(窃窃私语) and no children were willing to play with him. I started to see the social divide between Jack and his peers widening.

After the parents’ meeting, his teacher spent long time talking to me. She told me that it was getting more difficult for Jack to meet goals just because he was bright. Some teachers and students always complained(抱怨) about Jack’s actions. She also advised me to think about whether the normal class was the best setting for him. Hearing these words, I was very upset. 

Then she blew my mind. She showed me one example of Jack’s works and said, “I didn’t know how to grade this. It’s not even wrong, but it’s not right.” I grasped when she said “not even wrong”, which is the name of one of my favorite books on autism, by Paul Collins. The book says a girl whose idea is so far off base but it is not even wrong. It perfectly describes autism and it perfectly describes Jack.

In his book, Paul Collins wrote, “Children with autism are like the square pegs(钉,桩). Hitting a square peg into a round hole is hard work. What’s worse, it’s destroying the square pegs.”

As a mother of a boy with autism, I want to help find more square holes. I want this world to be a world where it is okay to be a square peg without having to pretend to be round. We have been hammering(锤打) square pegs into round holes for a long time. Now we should put down the hammers. And I hope that some of those kids told their parents. And I hope that some of you read this and tell your kids. And I hope that we, all of us together, CAN change the world.

E-waste

The Republic of Korea is dealing with increasing totals of waste from electronic products—“e-waste”.

Now, some local governments in the Republic of Korea are starting special e-waste recycling programs. The city of Seoul throws out about 10 tons of e-waste each year. About 20 percent of that goes to the Seoul Resource(资源) Center, also known as the SR Center. There, electronic products are taken apart so that valuable metals like gold or copper can be extracted(提取) and reused. Korean officials say it is a $3.8 billion-dollar industry.

Ji Un-geun is the CEO of the SR Center. He says reusing electronic parts is not only about making money and the final goal of this program is to protect the environment. He says, “our planet has a limited total of natural resources. Our company contributes to an eco-friendly society by saving these materials.”

The Seoul city government partnered with the SR Center to collect e-waste. Lee Tae-hong lives in the city of Seoul. He says reusing electronic parts is also about protecting personal information from attack. He says, “If electronic products like phones are not taken apart and reused, then they could illegally end up in other countries, and personal information could be stolen.”

Koreans keep buying more and more electronic products. And in general, every Korean buys a new mobile phone every 18 months. Lee Joo-hong is with Green Consumers(消费者) Net-work. He says, “People change their phones so quickly partially because companies offer special deals to buy new products. And Korean consumers do not want to feel left out by not having the latest model.”

Ji Un-geun says that consumer behavior is a big reason why old phones continue to appear at the recycling center. But he says he is doing his part to reduce that. He says, “I have had this same phone for 10 years. It is what I can do to help protect our natural resources.”

“Lost” first languages leave a lasting mark on the brain, a report has found. The study challenges the present understanding that exposure(接触) to a language in the first year of a child’s life can be removed if he or she is moved to a different language environment.

The experiment involved 49 girls aged between 9 and 17. The girls fell into three groups: French speakers with no exposure to Chinese, girls speaking both French and Chinese, and Chinese girls adopted(收养) by the French. All groups were asked to listen to “artificial words” that used the tones present in the Chinese language. The result was that Chinese girls adopted by the French showed the same brain activity as native Chinese speakers.

Fred Genesse, a psychologist, said, “For most people, your left side of brain is involved when you deal with language. When the monolinguals are listening to these artificial words, they’re not dealing with them as language. For them they just sound like disordered sounds. When you look at the other two groups, girls speaking both two languages and Chinese girls adopted by the French, the areas of the brain they are using to start working are in the left side, so they are treating these artificial words as language units.”

Although the new study was generally well received, Angela Creese, another expert, questioned what was meant by “Chinese” in the study and what would happen if these artificial words were replaced with other languages. She also suggested the result should be proved with more details on the language histories of the babies.

Besides challenging the present understanding of “lost” first languages, Kate Watkins, Professor at the University of Oxford, said, “It would suggest that someone who had this very short exposure would have an advantage if they wanted to learn this language again.”

Mackey, Professor of language studies at Georgetown University, questioned whether Chinese girls adopted by the French could get closer to native-like fluency and suggested that follow-up studies should examine the benefits from this early exposure.

“This is a poorly understood, but very exciting area of research,” said Stringer, Professor of second-language studies at Indiana University. “We can expect to understand more about the reawakening of inactive language knowledge over the next few years.”

We talk continuously about how to make children more “resilient (有恢复力的)”, but whatever we’re doing, it’s not working. Rates of anxiety disorders and depression are rising rapidly among teenagers. What are we doing wrong?

Nassim Taleb invented the word “antifragile” and used it to describe a small but very important class of systems that gain from shocks, challenges, and disorder. The immune (免疫的) system is one of them: it requires exposure to certain kinds of bacteria and potential allergens (过敏原) in childhood in order to develop to its full ability. 

Children’s social and emotional abilities are as antifragile as their immune systems. If we overprotect kids and keep them “safe” from unpleasant social situations and negative emotions, we deprive (剥夺) them of the challenges and opportunities for skill-building they need to grow strong. Such children are likely to suffer more when exposed later to other unpleasant but ordinary life events, such as teasing and social rejection.

It’s not the kids’ fault. In the UK, as in the US, parents became much more fearful in the 1980s and 1990s as cable TV and later the Internet exposed everyone, more and more, to those rare occurrences of crimes and accidents that now occur less and less. Outdoor play and independent mobility went down; screen time and adult-monitored activities went up. 

Yet free play in which kids work out their own rules of engagement, take small risks, and learn to master small dangers turns out to be vital for the development of adult social and even physical competence. Depriving them of free play prevents their social-emotional growth. Norwegian play researchers Ellen Sandseter and Leif Kennair warned: “We may observe an increased anxiety or mental disorders in society if children are forbidden from participating in age adequate risky play.” 

They wrote those words in 2011. Over the following few years, their prediction came true. Kids born after 1994 are suffering from much higher rates of anxiety disorders and depression than did the previous generation. Besides, there is also a rise in the rate at which teenage girls are admitted to hospital for deliberately harming themselves. 

What can we do to change these trends? How can we raise kids strong enough to handle the ordinary and extraordinary challenges of life? We can’t guarantee that giving primary school children more independence today will bring down the rate of teenage suicide tomorrow. The links between childhood overprotection and teenage mental illness are suggestive but not clear-cut. Yet there are good reasons to suspect that by depriving our naturally antifragile kids of the wide range of experiences they need to become strong, we are systematically preventing their growth. We should let go—and let them grow.
