The Miao

The Miao ethnic group is made up of many subgroups(分支) and are known mostly as hill people and rice farmers. Their clothing has special features which differ from place to place. During festivals, ethnic Miao girls wearing traditional costumes and various silver accessories usually greet guests with home-made rice wine and each man carries a lusheng (a bamboo-made music instrument) and stands in line to play the lusheng pipe music.

The Dong
Zhaoxing Dong Village, known as the biggest and oldest Dong village, is a wonderland for Dong festivals, songs and dancing. The most famous event is the Grand Song, a unique folk music tradition that has a history of over 2,500 years, which is listed as a UNESCO intangible(非物质的) cultural heritage. The village is also well-known for its five beautiful drum towers, five wind-and-rain/ flower bridges and five theater stages, belonging to five different groups of Dong people.
