Textbook  Analysis:
This reading text shows an exchanged student named XieLei, who went to the UK for a year-long exchange programme. At first, it is difficult for her to adapt to the life in the completely new surroundings, by studying on her own and seeking help from her tutor, she adapted to the life in the UK gradually, both in daily life and academic requirement. In this process, she embraced British culture and actively spread Chinese culture, building a bridge for Chinese-British cultural exchanges.
Learning objectives:
By the end of the class, students will

Teaching procedures:

Step1: Lead-in

Step2:  Detailed exploration
