Instead, join an introductory course run by the Compagnie des Guides. Over five days you’ll learn the basics of safe mountaineering and also get the courage and perseverance to climb steep rock faces. Known as the “Noah’s Ark (诺亚方舟) For Plants”, the Gurukula Botanical Reserve in Kerala, India, protecting valuable plant species damaged by deforestation, urbanization, and climate change, is carefully tended by a team of 20 mostly local women. 
It began in 1981 when Wolfgang Theuerkauf, a German conservationist, was gifted seven acres of old-growth rainforest. Back then, the surrounding land was being cleared for tea and fruit plantations (种植园). Wolfgang quickly acted when he saw the ancient rainforest, holding diverse plant species, start to disappear. He began to collect endangered plants, bringing them back to his land, where the Reserve was initially created. He employed and trained women of the local, rural communities. Though lacking formal education, the women were familiar with their surroundings. They learned through hands-on experience: transplanting, observing, and persevering through trial and error. 
One of them, Laly Joseph, joined as a young woman. “I liked working with plants, so I joined,” she recalls. Years later, she now leads the Reserve’s plant conservation work and has even co-authored several scientific papers. Another woman, Lakshmi, used to pick coffee beans for low wages. Now she manages over 100 species of plants. There is also Sheena, a senior gardener who joined at age 15. The job has supported her children and mother after she lost her husband. 
Using traditional wisdom and hands-on experimentation, the team patiently cultivates endangered plants until they can be reintroduced into the wild. Specifically, they focus on herbaceous (草本的) plants, which are vital for holding the ecosystem together. “Forests are substantially more than trees,” shares Subrabha Seshan, an educator at the Reserve. As the restored forest becomes thicker and more ecologically complex, it has attracted a wealth of wildlife: 240 bird species, 20 snake species, over 65 butterfly species, and 15 small mammal species. This biodiversity proves that the team is on the right path. 
“We’re restoring nature’s ability to heal (治愈) itself,” Seshan tells the Guardian, “We do some work, but nature’s doing most of the work.”

Our understanding of plant and tree roots may have been somewhat shallow. Many plants have a hidden second set of roots that extend over 1 meter deep into the soil, according to a new study published June 17 in the journal Nature Communications. 
To analyze these deeper rooting systems on a large scale, the researchers used a database of soil samples collected over 1.8 meters below the surface, detecting root patterns and soil composition from 44 sites. These sites were from a range of climate zones and ecosystems across the globe. 
The findings showed about 20% of the sites around the world had roots that peaked in mass twice along their depth, meaning these plants had a second, deeper system of roots. “We were very surprised by how frequent these patterns are,” said lead author Mingzhen Lu, an ecologist at New York University. Scientists long assumed plants had fewer and fewer roots as they went deeper into the ground. 
Plants get most of their resources from surface soil, such as through rainfall or fallen leaves. But a deeper, secondary way to tap into deep soil nutrients (养分) could boost the resources available to plants if they’re not sufficient at the surface. 
The findings also mean scientists may have underestimated the potential for carbon storage in soil, which can hold more carbon than the atmosphere. So some climate alleviation (缓解) measures focus on crops that take in carbon from the air and store it in roots and soil. “Our current land-based carbon budget is likely incorrect, with potentially significant impacts on climate change alleviation strategies and policies,” said Alain Pierret, a soil scientist at the French Research Institute for Development. 
The research team is now investigating what these findings mean for carbon storage. “The good news is that plants may already be naturally alleviating climate change more actively than we’ve realized,” Lu said in a statement. “We just need to dig deeper to fully understand their potential.”

You might want to think twice about that bottled water — because it looks like almost any contact food and drinks have with plastic packaging can cause microplastics and nanoplastics (纳米塑料) to be released, which end up in our bodies. That’s according to a new study by researchers in Switzerland. 
Microplastics are small pieces of plastic that are less than five millimeters in diameter (直径). Nanoplastics are even smaller — they’re less than 0.000001 millimeters across. The researchers suggested that simply unwrapping plastic- covered food or tearing open a plastic food package can cause these tiny particles (颗粒) to be released. The same is true of making a tea bag in hot water or opening drink bottles that have plastic tops. 
In fact, the research team said that microplastics and nanoplastics are released every time a bottle is opened. They said their study provided the “first systematic evidence” of how normal use of plastic-packed foods and drinks can contaminate foods with microplastics. 
To get their findings, researchers looked at 103 different studies on microplastics. While these varied in quality and reliability, the researchers said seven were found to be “highly reliable”. And the researchers concluded that microplastics and nanoplastics enter food and drinks from a large variety of sources — although further high- quality research is needed. It’s still not clear exactly how harmful microplastics and nanoplastics are to our bodies. But studies on animal and human cells have suggested that they could be linked to an increased risk of cancer and heart problems, as well as other issues. 
Experts from Stanford University in the US have said that microplastics are “impossible” to avoid because they are “in the water we drink, the food we eat, the clothes we wear, and the air we breathe”. But they say we can reduce our exposure to them. Studies like the one done by the researchers in Switzerland can help us make wiser choices, and may affect the decisions made by companies and governments in the future.
