二、写作思路
第一段：活动过程（承接开头，具体描述）
核心任务：用 1-2 句话讲清楚活动的具体操作和场景
写作要点：点明活动背景（如 “Against the golden ginkgo leaves”）
描述同学们的动作：写下心里话（对校园的眷恋、未来的期许、小烦恼等）→ 制作成卡片 → 亲手挂在银杏树枝上
增加细节让画面感更强，比如 “the branches were soon dotted with colorful cards”
第二段：活动意义（深化主题，点明价值）
核心任务：从个人和校园两个层面说明活动的意义
写作要点：
1.个人层面：给同学们提供了一个温柔的情绪出口，缓解学业压力，也能勇敢表达对校园的热爱与不舍
2.校园层面：让银杏从普通的景观树变成了承载情感的 “树洞”，增添了校园的人文温度，也成为独特的校园记忆符号
第三段：收尾总结（自然结束，拉近距离）
核心任务：表达个人感受 + 发出友好邀请
写作要点：可以说 “Walking under the ginkgoes, I felt a warm connection between us and our school.” 邀请 Janet 下次活动一起参与，比如 “I hope you can join us next year to experience this warm moment”

范文赏析要点：
这篇范文严格遵循三段式结构，中间段突出活动过程和活动意义，完全契合高考英语书信写作的评分标准，兼具内容充实度与语言高级感。
一、 结构清晰，层层递进
首段：简洁叙事，交代活动过程开门见山承接题目开头，用一句话串联活动时间、地点、动作，从 “gather” 到 “jot down” 再到 “tie”，动作链条完整，画面感强，快速完成 “介绍活动过程” 的任务。
中段：详写意义，突出核心（高分关键段）用 “far more than” 引出深层价值，从个人层面（缓解高三学业压力）和校园层面（积淀集体记忆、增添人文温度）两个角度展开，逻辑清晰，紧扣题目的核心要求，篇幅占比最大，突出重点。
尾段：升华情感，自然收尾以个人感受 “felt a deep connection” 呼应主题，再用邀请句式 “hope you can join us” 收束全文，语气亲切，符合书信的交际功能。
二、 语言亮点：高级表达 + 句式多样（提分核心）
1.高级短语的精准运用
例句：We sat beside the ginkgoes draped in golden foliage, jotting down innermost thoughts
赏析：draped in golden foliage 是过去分词短语作后置定语，替代简单表达 “with golden leaves”，生动描绘银杏叶繁茂的样子，语言简洁且高级。
例句：It served as a gentle emotional outlet for us senior three students赏析：emotional outlet 为高分短语，意为 “情绪出口”，比 “way to relax” 更具书面感，贴合高考英语的表达要求。
例句：turned the ginkgoes into a repository of our collective memories赏析：repository of our collective memories 替代 “place to keep our memories”，用词新颖，体现词汇积累的深度。
2.句式多变，避免单一
例句：Soon, the avenue was dotted with colorful cards fluttering in the breeze, drawing many students to take photos
赏析：现在分词短语 drawing... 作结果状语，自然衔接前文场景，比用 “and” 连接两个简单句更显流畅，符合高考 “句式多样性” 的评分点。
例句：Moreover, it turned the ginkgoes into a repository of our collective memories, infusing the campus with unique human warmth and fostering a stronger sense of belonging
赏析：用 infusing...and fostering... 两个并列的现在分词短语，清晰呈现活动的双重意义，句式工整，逻辑严密，是高分作文的典型写法。
三、 内容贴合：细节充实，符合书信语境
全文以学生视角分享校园活动，语言正式却不失亲切，既向外教清晰介绍了活动细节，又传递出对校园的热爱，完全符合 “写给外教” 的交际场景，没有生硬堆砌词汇的痕迹。

第二节（满分 25 分）
阅读下面材料，根据其内容和所给段落开头语续写两段，使之构成一篇完整的短文。
I’ve always been a quiet girl in class. I’d rather sit in the back and draw than answer questions and speaking in front of more than three people made my knees shake. So when my English teacher, Ms. Carter, signed me up for the school speech contest, I felt a wave of panic wash over me. “Ms. Carter, I can’t do this,” I whispered, my voice barely audible. “I’ll freeze up, or worse—forget everything.” She leaned down, her eyes warm with encouragement. “Lila, this isn’t punishment,” she said gently. “It’s a chance to find your voice.”
The contest theme was “The Moment I Felt Seen”. I stared at the blank page in my notebook for days, struggling to find a story worth sharing. Nothing felt significant enough—until my thoughts drifted to my grandma. She’d lived with us until last year, when dementia stole her memories and we had to move her to a nursing home. She’d always loved listening to me read my stories, even when they were messy and unpolished. “This is wonderful, Lila,” she’d always say, brushing a strand of hair from my face. One day, I found her sitting on the porch, staring blankly at the garden. I pulled out my notebook and read her a story about a girl and her grandma. Her eyes lit up like stars, and she started humming our favorite song—You Are My Sunshine. That was the last time she recognized me.
I decided to tell that story. But practicing was a disaster. I stumbled over sentences, forgot key details, and once, I ran out of the classroom crying after some classmates laughed when I froze mid-sentence. Mia, my only friend, stayed after school to help. We’d meet in the empty auditorium, and she sat in the front as I practiced dozens of times. “Pause here,” she’d say, pointing to the line about grandma’s smile. “This part matters—let people feel how much she loved you.” When I stumbled again, she’d squeeze my hand. “You’re not just telling a story, Lila. You’re letting grandma’s love be heard. That’s brave.” Her words gave me a glimmer of hope.

二、故事情节梳理
1.故事开端：性格困境与意外挑战
核心设定：主人公莱拉（Lila）是个性格安静的女生，习惯躲在教室后排画画，极度害怕在多人面前发言。
触发事件：英语老师卡特女士（Ms. Carter）主动为她报名了学校演讲比赛，莱拉陷入恐慌，担心自己会当众僵住、忘词。
转折契机：老师没有放弃她，而是温柔鼓励她，告诉她这不是惩罚，而是 “找到自己声音” 的机会。
2.故事发展：确定主题与唤醒回忆
主题难题：比赛主题是 “被看见的瞬间”，莱拉起初找不到值得分享的故事。
回忆闪回：她的思绪最终飘向奶奶 —— 奶奶曾与她同住，后来因痴呆症被送进养老院。奶奶生前最爱听她读自己写的故事，哪怕故事很粗糙。
关键记忆点：她想起最后一次被奶奶认出的场景：她读了一个关于女孩和奶奶的故事后，奶奶的眼睛亮得像星星，还哼起了她们最爱的歌《你是我的阳光》。
决定演讲内容：莱拉确定要把这段经历作为自己的演讲主题。
3.故事波折：练习受挫与朋友支持
练习困境：演讲练习过程很不顺利，莱拉频繁磕巴、忘词，甚至在一次练习中因同学的嘲笑而哭着跑出教室。
朋友助力：唯一的朋友米娅（Mia）主动留下来帮她，在空礼堂里陪她反复练习，指导她
在关键段落停顿以传递情感，并用 “你是在让奶奶的爱被听见” 来鼓励她，让莱拉重新燃起了希望。
4.待续写高潮：赛前探望与赛场演讲
故事停留在两个关键节点，等待续写：
比赛前一晚：莱拉去养老院探望奶奶，会发生怎样的互动？
比赛当天：站在麦克风前的莱拉，能否克服恐惧，顺利完成演讲？她的故事又会带来怎样的反响？

三、写作思路
核心主题：以亲情为勇气源泉，让 “被看见” 的主题在爱与成长中落地
第一段：赛前探望（The evening before the contest, I visited my grandma.）
场景铺垫：描写养老院温暖的午后，阳光穿过梧桐叶洒在窗边，奶奶攥着一团旧毛线发呆，眼神放空却透着熟悉的柔和，营造温馨又略带伤感的氛围。
互动细节：莱拉轻坐在奶奶身边，拿出演讲稿轻声朗读那段关于 “眼睛亮成星星” 的回忆，读到《你是我的阳光》时，奶奶突然缓缓抬起手，用布满皱纹的指尖，像从前无数次那样拂开她额前的碎发，动作迟缓却温柔得和记忆里分毫不差。
心理转折：莱拉瞬间红了眼眶，赛前的紧张与不安烟消云散，她忽然明白，演讲不只是比赛，更是对这份刻在本能里的爱的传递，内心坚定 “一定要把这个故事好好讲出来”。
结尾衔接：离开时，她把写着 “你是我的阳光” 的便签贴在奶奶床头，带着这份沉甸甸的暖意回家，反复练习到深夜。
第二段：赛场演讲（Behind the microphone on that big day, I drew a deep breath and started.）

两段内容分工明确，形成完美的 “情感铺垫 — 高光爆发” 叙事链，字数精准平衡，符合续写的结构要求。
第一段：赛前探望，以亲情积蓄勇气，为第二段演讲蓄力。
第二段：赛场演讲，以勇气传递爱意，完成主题升华。两段首尾呼应，从 “determination”（坚定）到 “found my voice”（找到自我），成长线清晰完整。
二、 语言亮点：高级词汇 + 复杂句式，提分感拉满

心理刻画细腻：从第一段 “heart brimming with determination” 到第二段 “trembling fingers clutched the stand tightly” 再到最终的释然，莱拉的心理变化有起伏、有支撑，符合人物成长的逻辑。
场景反应生动：第二段中卡特老师 “tears glistening”、米娅 “waved wildly”、陌生同学递纸条的细节，多角度展现演讲的感染力，让 “被看见” 的主题从个人情感升华为集体共鸣。
四、 主题升华深刻，紧扣写作要求
结尾句 “In that moment, I found my voice, knowing sincere love is always seen and heard” 完美点题，既回应了老师 “找到自己声音” 的鼓励，又深化了 “被看见的瞬间” 的内涵 —— 真正的被看见，是真挚情感的传递与共鸣，让整篇续写的立意更上一层。
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
