示例：“Glad to hear from you! I’d definitely recommend learning Chinese cooking in the restaurant.”

第二段：主体（分点阐述推荐理由，2-3 个即可）
1.若推荐研习烹饪
文化体验：中餐是中国文化的重要部分，能亲身感受食材搭配、烹饪技巧里的文化内涵，比书本学习更直观。
实用技能：学会做地道中餐，既能满足自己的味蕾，也能向家人朋友展示中国美食，成为独特的技能。
交流机会：和厨师、店员交流，能锻炼中文口语，还能了解当地人的生活方式。

2.若推荐担任小学助教
语言实践：和小学生互动快速锻炼中文口语，孩子的表达简单直白，适合练习日常交流。
体验教育：感受中国的小学课堂氛围，了解中西方教育的差异，是特别的文化体验。
成就感：帮助孩子学习、和他们相处能收获快乐与成就感，留下温暖的回忆。

 Paragraph 1 
1. 开篇行动：以“带着零食出发”为起点，描写Kevin被奥利奥吸引，迈着笨重的步子跟在身后，Ella一边喂饼干一边和它说话，还时不时停下来给它顺毛，画面温馨。 
2. 途中场景：加入路人反应，比如邻居探出头好奇观望、骑车的路人停下拍照，Kevin却毫不在意，只顾着追奥利奥；还可设置小插曲，比如Kevin被路边的泥坑吸引想打滚，Ella用奥利奥轻松把它唤回。 
3. 伏笔铺垫：走了一半路程，Lindsey翻零食袋时发现奥利奥数量骤减，小声提醒“快没了”，自然引出第二段的食物危机。 
Paragraph 2
1. 冲突爆发：发现只剩最后一块奥利奥，Kevin立刻停下脚步，用鼻子拱零食袋表示不满，任凭众人拉拽狗绳也不肯挪动，一家人陷入焦急。
