	学情分析
	高二年级的学生已经具备了较强的阅读理解能力，但是诗歌阅读因其凝练的语言、抽象的意境、深刻的情感，对于学生来说，要理解英语诗歌还是一个相当大的挑战。因此，教师应该充分考虑到本节课教学设计中的任务探究是否能为学生搭好梯子，是否形成合适的认知梯度，是否开展鼓励学生参与的小组活动和个体探究任务，是否达成本节课的教学目标。

Teaching Procedures

教学过程设计

Step1. Lead-in

T: What’s the date for today? 

T: How about the day after tomorrow?

Ss: May the 14th.  Mother’s Day.

T: You said it. It is a special day. What will you do for your mother or say to her?

Ss: Answers vary.

T: Can you imagine what your mother will say to you when hearing your words?

T: Let’s reread these sentences on the screen.

Ss: (read aloud)

T: It is clear to us that we love our mother very deeply and so does our mother. I 

suggest that you consider expressing your love for your mother in a poem. Before you try writing a poem for your mother, let’s enjoy a poem by a cool guy. 

设计说明：以Mother’s Day为话题，引导学生展开free talk，自然过渡到主题词love和阅读任务poem reading。

Step2. Pre-reading—a simple introduction to the Poet—Rod Mckuen

T: Pay more attention to the poet’s background.

设计说明：简要介绍诗人的背景信息，为学生提供理解这首诗歌情感的背景。

Step3. Fast Reading
T: let’s enjoy the poem “I’ve saved the summer”. Please read it with much emotion and then answer two questions:

1. Who am “I” probably?

     A. Lover        B. Friend     C. Parent       D. Colleague

2. What do “I” express in the poem?
“I” express _____ for “my” _________.
Ss: give their answers.

T: Can you find any evidence so that you know “I” am a parent?

S1: And for my self I’ve kept your smile when you were but nineteen

T: Quite good. I wonder what “but” means?

Ss: only, just.

Ss: I’ll give you all I own.

设计说明：设计两个问题引导学生正确把握整首诗的情感基调，在学生寻找依据的过程中共同探究诗中的难句，为接下来的“意象”分析作铺垫。

Step4. Enjoy the poem

Individual work

T: In a poem some special methods are used to express feelings. Let’s find them out together. You can pay more attention to the last word of each line.

T: Have you found out anything special about the end of each line?

Ss: There are rhyming words: you, new; need, feed; ….

T: You did a nice job. This is one common method used in a poem to express a parent’s deep love for his kid. Can you find rhyming words in another poem?

         From Father to Son
I remember the day when you were born,

Outside was cold, but I felt warm.

I remember when I touched you and you began to cry,

I was sort of frightened and I don’t know why.

Your eyes were teary, but yet so cute,

You were so tiny, I didn’t know what to do.

Even though you’ve grown through out the years,

I want you to know that I love you and I’ll always be here.

设计说明：引导学生在诗歌朗诵中发现rhyming words，并在其它诗歌中体验这种诗歌写作手法，使学生经历感性体验、理性总结、实际操练，增加学生的成就感，亲身感受英语诗歌的语言之美。

T: When it comes to a poem, we tend to think of a song. A poem does have something in common with a song. What is it? Let’s listen to the poem and fill in the missing words so that we can find it out.

T: This is no easy job. So let’s listen to the tape and write down those missing words.

T: This is the rhythmic pattern of this poem just like that of a song, helping “I” to express my strong love for my kid.

设计说明：探寻这首诗歌中的格律是理解、欣赏诗歌的一个要点，目的是引导学生初步体验诗歌中的音乐之美。

Group work 1

T: Poets often put their feelings and emotions into things like mountains, lakes, favorite pets. So does Rod Mcquen. Let’s find out such things in this poem and what feelings “I” express in them. Please do it as a group of four.

T: In the first two strophes, what are such things?

Ss: “summer”, “winter mornings”, “sunlight”, “darkness”
T: A nice job! What feelings do “I” express in these things?

Ss: “I” express warmth and hope.

T: Well done. They are called image used to express a poet’s emotions.

“I” compare “summer” with “winter, snow”, “sunlight” with “darkness” to show that “I” can give you w_______, b________ and h______ to pull you through difficulty. 

T: Let’s go ahead and discover the “images” in the next three strophes.

“I” have saved the best things for you and expect nothing else in r_____ but your ______ _____ smiles, for I want you to be as b_____ and c________ as you were young.

设计说明：探寻并发现诗歌中的images是本节课教学的重点环节，是引导学生充分理解诗歌蕴含的深刻意义和厚重情感的关键。因此，设计小组合作活动指导学生发现这些意象，在此过程中理解诗歌的寓意、挖掘意象蕴含的丰富的父爱和母爱，从而激荡出学生内心对父母感恩。在这个环节中，学生通过感性体验、理性总结欣赏英文诗歌的三个层次。

T: A poem is indeed a good way to express feelings. It’s time for us to write something to our mother as a special gift for her.
