4. Learn Dog's Body Language - Sniffing the ground

Dogs may sniff the environment often to investigate scents, and sniffing is
part of dog communication. Sniffing can be used as a calming signal when an
interaction is too intense.

Sniffing can be used as negotiation as two dogs approach each other; a
deliberate slower approach is polite when greeting.

In other contexts, sniffing could also be interpreted as displacement behaviour or
a stress response. A dog may feel conflicted about something he sees ahead of him;
he may slow down and stop to sniff the environment. Sniffing may help displace the
anxiety, and it gives the opportunity to assess things further from a safe distance by
stalling the approach. | *

<@ Aliplick can often be seen as a quick tongue flick. From a dog body language
perspective, the lip lick could be a calming signal or a sign of stress, depending on the
situation. Here are a few examples of situations where a dog may offer a lip lick:

A person comes home to be greeted by an excited dog whose whole body is
wagging; the dog's eyes are squinty, its ears are back, it is sneezing and there are also
some lip licks. In this case, the combination of body language and the lip lick might be
due to the dog's excitement.

A dog is walking in a new environment; the dog's body movements get faster and
more jittery; he scans the environment and starts doing more lip licks. This could mean
the dog is a bit unsure and does not feel comfortable in this new environment.

Freezing or stillness in dog body language terms is a very clear signal that
speaks loudly. If a dog is feeling the need to freeze or be still, it means that they are
experiencing a high level of unease. Freezing may be part of a warning, and the
situation is quite likely to escalate.

Freezing should always be respected taken seriously, and treated with caution. Even
if it does not escalate to a bite, itis a very clear loud signal that the dog is not
comfortable and needs more space.

4. 'Learn Dog's Body Language - Shake Off

A shake off is when the dog shakes as if
he is‘wet and shaking water off his body, but as
he is completely dry, the shake off may seem out
of context. In this instance it is part of dog body
language. You may notice the shake off after an
event that may have been taxing or stressful* for
the dog. It is almost as if it signifies a break from
whatever had just occurred, allowing the dog to
reframe the event, pause and move on from it.

A dog may be hugged by a person. The dog
communicates with some body language, such as
whale eye, lip lick, head turn and yawn to
communicate she would prefer not to be hugged
and did not enjoy her space being invaded. After
the person lets go of her, she walks away and
does a shake off.
