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Step 1: Warming Up
(1) Ss watch a video clip of the TV show “America’s Got Talent”.
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Step 2: Lead-in
Ss open the books and turn to P1. Read the title and focus on the key word
“festivals”.
Ss watch the short video clip on “what is festival” and get a basic idea of festival.
Festivals are meant to celebrate important times of year. Different countries
have different festivals. Work in groups and list below three more Chinese
festivals that you know. Discuss when they take place, what they celebrate

and what people do at that time. Then tell the group which festival is your
favourite and why.



Step 3: Read for structure.

Ss read the title of the reading passage and scan the sub-titles to get the overall

organization. Ss answer questions like “What is the writing style of this

passage?” and “How does the author introduce the topic of festivals?”.
Step 4: Analysis of each paragraph.

(1) Ss now know that the passage is IBC structure. So, the first paragraph will
be analyzed first and the last paraph the second, leaving the body part at
last.

(2) Mind-map of each paragraph is introduced, for Ss to retell the content. At

the same time, Ss lean how to develop a paragraph using the pattern of
“TED (Topic sentence-Example-Details) .

Step 5: Overall mind-map of the whole passage.
Step 6: Homework
(1) Draw a mind-map of reading passage by yourself.

(2) Underline the difficulties in “language points”.
