     阅读理解“七选五”题型主要考查考生对文章的
整体内容和结构以及上下文逻辑意义的理解和掌握。  
    该阅读题型的实质是句子填空，让学生将句子空
白补充完整，使语篇内容合情，逻辑合理，行文合
法，既考查考生对文章整体内容的理解能力，又考
查考生对语篇结构的分析能力以及通过上下文的表
述来进行逻辑思考和推理的能力。

      文章的选材涉及贴近学生生活的、较为新颖和与时俱进的话题。文章多为说明
文，结构严谨，层次分明，行文逻辑性强，注重内容的统一性、段落的连贯性以
及段内句子之间的关联性。文章和选项总词数约为300词。

     篇章模式（textual pattern）指某一语篇所具备的特殊的结构，由篇章类型所决定。掌握篇
章模式有助于学生把握语篇之骨架和精要。“七选五”要求学生具备解构语篇的能力，运用语篇分
析手段，从语境、信息、结构等层面分析文本，理清文本内在的错综复杂的关系。该题型常考的语
篇模式主要有两种, 概括具体模式和问题解决模式：

3. 掌握主位推进理念，文脉要畅通

    语言学家普遍认为，一个句子可以划分为“主位(Theme)”和“述位(Rheme)”
两大部分。主位是讲话的起点，通常是语法上的主语，一般表示已知信息。述位是
围绕主位展开的部分，是对主位的叙述、描写和说明，一般表示引发的新信息。语
篇的基本主位推进模式主要有四种：主位同一型、述位同一型、延续型和交叉型。
     在语篇中，作者的行文思路就是如何向读者一步步传递重点信息，前后句子的
主位和述位按照一定的内在语言规律不断地发生联系和变化，具体表现在句子的相
互衔接和信息的演化推进，已知信息引发新信息，新信息又不断地成为已知信息，
并以此为出发点再触发另一个新信息，也就是通常说的“前言搭后语”。随着各句
主位的向前推进，整个语篇逐渐铺开，从而文章脉络畅通。
      分析已知信息和新信息是如何衔接和挂钩，可帮助学生准确地把握语篇的内部
逻辑关系和作者原始的思路轨迹，有利于锁定新的信息。

     句子和句子之间的逻辑关系常见的有指代关系、转折关系、因果关系、解释关
系、并列关系、递进关系等，而且这些关系一般有明显的关联词。在解题过程中，
我们要善于发现文段中存在的逻辑关系，明晰表示句际逻辑关系的关联词，帮助
自己定位和匹配选项。

填入时要尤为注意各选项中出现的句子的衔接方式及句中的衔接标志词。
    同时，我们还应注意对相近选项的对比和分析，由于个别干扰项与某个正确选
项的内容相近，具有很强的干扰性，这时就需要我们认真分析，仔细甄别，排除
干扰，从而得出正确答案。

是作者真正的观点，常见的还有以下几个连接标志：to be honest, to tell the

    科学的解题步骤事半功倍，在考试的时候可以按照以下顺序来答题：
    1. 通读全文，可以先认真阅读首尾段，以及每一段的首句，了解文章的篇章结
构和主旨大意。
    2. 仔细阅读七个选项，并用笔标注关键词，比如指示代词，关系连词，以及和
所在空格前后句意义相关的实词（名词、动词和形容词）或短语。
    3. 细读每个空格的前一句和后一句，根据前后句的逻辑关系确定答案。
    4. 带进答案再读全文，确保补全后的短文意思通顺，前后连贯，结构完整。
    5. 将剩余两个干扰项带入原文，看是否符合语境，确定排除，从而确定所选答
案准确无误。

1. 训练科学的解题步骤



    在做题的过程中培养分析篇章结构的能力、概括文章及段落主旨的能力，形成
抓关键信息词的意识，养成勾画出文章和选项中关键信息词的习惯。
    注意命题陷阱，切忌当同样的词在文中或节选段落中出现，就认为它们是正确
的选项，我们所选的选项一定要符合上下文逻辑，确保文章内容严谨。
    此外，熟悉该题型的命题特征，掌握解题方法，灵活运用答题技巧，也能为准
确理解文章，提高答题技能和得分率起到一定作用。

2. 养成良好的解题习惯



     在外刊外网上找类似高考的文本材料，以命题者的角度改编“七选五”试题，
在改编时注重逻辑推理、语篇连贯、上下文衔接思维品质的训练，留空时加强对
空格的逻辑分析。(见导学案第Ⅱ题)

    在命题过程中学会对篇章结构的把握、对语篇的评价和欣赏能力，调整自己的
思维偏差，识破出题陷阱，总结出题规律。

32. C  根据文中“That means”表逻辑释义，选项“ The details are established right up front. ”
与后面的内容“你和客人在来之前，就敲定他们的到访日期、做客时间和其他相关细节”形成进一步
解释说明关系。故选C项。
33. B  根据逻辑关系线索，空格前后的“some subtle hints敲边鼓暗示”和“a little white lie善意的
谎言”，与“ Hopefully your guests will understand希望客人能理解”形成解释关系，故选B项。
