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Topic: The Unfinished Lunch
Level: Senior High Grade 3
Time: 90 minutes
Key Focus: Reading comprehension, narrative structure, emotional detailing, and thematic development
1. Learning Objectives
By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:
Identify and analyze the key elements of a narrative (5W1H).
Understand how to build a plot using sensory details and emotional cues.
Write a coherent and emotionally engaging continuation of a given story.
Use advanced lexical chunks and sentence structures in their writing.
Reflect on the theme of kindness and community.
2. Teaching Materials
PPT slides (as provided)
Handout with the original text and writing prompts
Whiteboard or digital screen for modeling
Sample continuation writing for reference
4. Teaching Procedure
Ⅰ. Warm-up (10 mins)
Show an image of a busy fast-food restaurant.
Ask: What do you see? What might be happening?
Introduce the title: The Unfinished Lunch
Ⅱ. Reading & Analysis (25 mins)
Task 1: Skim the text and identify 5W1H (Who, What, When, Where, Why, How).
Task 2: Analyze the emotional arc of the narrator.
Task 3: Identify key sensory and emotional details that drive the story.
Ⅲ. Plot & Continuation Planning (20 mins)
Use the Story Mountain model to outline:
Opening → Build-up → Climax → Resolution → Ending
Discuss possible continuations for Paragraph 1 and 2 in pairs.
Share ideas with the class.
Ⅳ. Writing Practice (25 mins)
Students write their own continuations (approx. 150 words).
Encourage use of:
Descriptive details
Emotional expressions
Dialogue (e.g., between narrator and firefighters/manager)
Teacher circulates and provides support.
Ⅴ. Sharing & Reflection (10 mins)
Volunteers read their endings.
Class discusses:
Which versions were most powerful?
How did the writers show emotion?
How was the theme of kindness shown?
